This has been a year of significant success for Steyning Cricket Club — not least achieving the national
Clubmark award.

Clubmark is highly prestigious, and is only awarded to Clubs which can demonstrate the highest levels of
performance and conduct in all aspects of running their affairs both on and off the field of play.

Our approach to the safety, welfare, and development of young players has been singled out for high
praise by the Sussex Cricket Board — particularly pleasing given that 5 years ago the Colts section had
been allowed to die, and has needed dedicated and determined resurrection by parents and coaches.

Achieving Clubmark accreditation opens new doors for the Club — including access to external funding
and resources for our further growth and development. A very recent example is our eligibility to ex-
change Sainsbury’s “Active Kids” vouchers for new cricket equipment. So please get collecting — and
give them to your age-group manager!

The Club will be formally presented with its Clubmark certificate by Charlotte Burton from the
Sussex Cricket Board at the Colt’s Registration evening on Friday 23" April between 7:00 and
7:30pm. So do stay around for this if you can.

We need to maintain these high standards in the years ahead — and ensure we implement all the aspira-
tions set out in the Club’s 5 year Strategic Plan. So, in a sense, Clubmark is the start of a journey for the
Club — not its final destination.

Membership

This year, pending a decision at the AGM, it may
be a requirement that all Colts families join
Steyning Cricket Club as Members. In past
years, Membership has only been a requirement
for those intending to use the clubs facilities.

The decision and it's implications will be
made clear on registration night.

The cost for Family Membership is currently £30
per year plus an initial £10.00 joining fee.

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Match Selection

If a youngster reaches a suitable standard he or she may be asked to represent the club in a match. The
coaches and managers will try to give everyone an opportunity to play competitive cricket during the sea-
son, however, this has to be balanced against the child’s suitability and the needs of the team.

Fixture Lists for all age groups will be emailed out and available at the registration evening.

Home games for all teams will, when possible, take place at the Playing Fields but may at times have to
be held at Steyning Grammar School.
